In India, in March, in spite of 
the rise in persecution, the Lord continued to give us many open doors to conduct mobile 
camps, parent seminars and hole in the church seminars. In March, we also conducted two 
mobile camps and parent seminars in eastern Nepal.  Be in prayer for our Sri Lanka ministry 
activities as we had our mobile camps, parent and hole in the church seminars in north, 
central and southern Sri Lanka.  Please pray for Bangladesh, as we conduct four camps in 
April.  Lord willing, S will be there for one of these camps.  Also in April, Lord willing S will 
be visiting their missionaries in Bhutan (Restricted country) for the first time after Covid. S 
plans to meet a few new underground pastors who are interested in working with his 
ministry.  Please be in prayer because the last visit of S in Bhutan, in 2019, the police 
searched the last day of the trip for him, his wife and their regional leader.
